Worship City House of Prayer
“My house will be called a house of prayer…” -- Jesus
I. Stages for WCHOP as a catalyst for citywide unified participation in prayer for revival in Nashville, TN.

A. Incubation Stage – Trumpet the call to begin an area wide network of prayer meetings

1. Received the vision & mission statement from the Holy Spirit of 7 praying friendships last January ‘05 in KC at IHOP

a. The vision is cast to James Goll & pastors across the city

b. Seven churches were found to be in agreement at Caleb Quarters

2. National Day of Prayer May, 5th 2005, was the catalyst and launch date to proclaim the vision to Nashville publicly from the Union Gospel Tabernacle

3. Main objectives in the incubation stage – relationally driven

a. Personally – developing a soaring heart and learning to pray the scripture

b. Corporately – developing series of ‘harp & bowl’ prayer meetings in the local church including night watch from previous beginning from James Golls’ vision

4. Realistic expectations – avoid burnout from unrealistic expectations but seek God for the greater things – fasten your seat belts for the long haul

B. Establishing stage – establishing continuity and schedules between the churches in modeling prayer outlines for strategic prayer consistent with each churches flow of worship & prayer

1. Unified vision with unified values with grace for denominational differences

2. We agree to meet at each churches building (instead of at homes) in order to create corporate unified prayer

3. Schools of Prayer should begin at this stage to equip & foster & deepen the hearts of individuals to the call and necessity to function as a praying church

4. Agree on what days each month for corporate fasting/ prayer days amongst leadership

5. Develop information network - Communications base including website, prayer training materials & booklets, administrative capabilities to be determined and selected

6. Establish leadership support - educated spirit filled volunteers needed to visit new churches, build relations between pastors and prayer leaders to build camaraderie and create new friendships – identify key people and enlist their support

7. Provide a quarterly landing pad (perhaps the Ryman or selected church) where we gain strength in uniting & rallying these fellowship churches in corporate worship celebrations

8. Establish a covenant fund so that all the churches can help support the effort as they are able

9. Encourage Operation Andrew to assist in colaboring and assisting by announcing this call to the pastors they are in relations with by letter or call

10. Select a point person and city-wide coordinator(s) who will oversee and organize the mechanics, give direction, delegation, credibility and quality communications-related to #5

11. Learn from other cities that have a corporate flow in the spirit of prayer citywide

12. Seek to arrange our schedules to visit and call each other more regularly

C. Maturity years – Operating in the anointing in mature way unto Psalm 149:6-9

1. A large number of trained intercessory worshippers with soaring hearts that are experienced in singing God’s word in unity

2. The spiritual authority of Psalms 149 begins to operate with great power

3. This may take 5-10 years – we are in for the long haul

II. Principles to remember

A. Know the value of small and slow beginnings Zech. 4:10

B. Seek to establish all at a marathon pace

C. Know that the House of Prayer will prevail because the leader of the great Commission is Jesus who is also the eternal intercessor

D. God will provide finances for His front line mission work as we remain consistently obedient and are not succumb to building our own kingdoms, but give generously as in King David’s day – intercessory missionaries were financed to pray 24-7-365.

E. John 17 mandate – to be “ONE” - a divided house cannot stand – “when the tide rises, the ships are raised equally.”

III. House of Prayer Roundtables

A. Host monthly gatherings and think tank sessions of those who lead prayer ministries

B. Share ideas that enhance the establishment of WCHOP and discern the Holy Spirit’s strategy in the end time prayer movement for prayer across the earth

C. Hold an annual conference or retreats with anointed speakers to introduce new pastors and ministries and to develop new relationships with those leading different prayer initiatives

Can you hear the heart cry for Nashville…?

What if…

… every law enforcement officer, every local government official, and every judge had at least one intercessor praying for protection and godly wisdom on a daily basis?

… every Christian in our city commited to pray daily for salvation to come to each house on their street?

… all the churches come together in the stadium to worship proclaiming loyalty to Jesus instead of denominational groups?

… every person in our city was prayed for by name and had a pastor?

… miracles , signs and wonders were happening in the heart of our city as a result of multitudes coming to the true knowledge of Jesus?

It will take a city-wide church to win a city-wide war!

Nashville’s Dream Team has been created for such a time as this!

When we combine our strengths, and play in harmony with eachother, the effectiveness of our ministries is multiplied way beyond what any of us could do on our own.

I. Essentials for Unity –

1. Our love for eachother gives credibility to our message

      “May they be brought into complete unity to let the world know that You sent Me..”

2. We really have only one message: Jesus.

      Our hearts are for calling people to Christ, regardless of what church they might belong to

3. We have strength in diversity

Through the strength we draw from our different flavors, we can communicate to the various people within our communities

4. We have strength in numbers

We need to be united with the body to confront sin and darkness city-wide

5. God promises us power in agreement

“Again, if any two of you agree about anything you ask it will be done for you by My Father in heaven.”…”Where two or three are gathered together in My name, there I am with them.”

II. Take the Acts 29 challenge – The Blueprints for an apostolic prayer life

Read through the book of Acts again one chapter a day with this mindset:

A. Ask God to do the same things He did through the 28 chapters of Acts in our city

B. Remember, they had no resources, no money, no buildings, no music program

C. They held no prayer meetings because they were one

D. They had a unified vision for their city and incredible prayer life

E. They carried the gospel from the upper room to every living room in Jerusalem

F. God’s desire for us is that our communities across this city would be writing Acts 29

G. The final verse in acts 28 reads, “Boldly, without hindrance he(Paul) preached the Kingdom of God and taught about the Lord Jesus Christ.” … and it is not over yet…
