Worship City House of Prayer

“And They were all instructed…” 

I. BEING INSTRUCTED IN BOLDNESS – remove the fear of grieving God

Don’t be stuck in timidity – Soar in the meeting – We are God’s favorite 

Demystify the supernatural – make it practical – create a ‘clinic’ atmosphere

Journal your prayer language and practice live with it – bring your notes

Get your eyes off ‘performing’ and on Jesus – an audience of One

Confidence - Know who your are before the Lord – Ability to experiment before the Lord

The rarest anointing in the earth is authority in public prayer

II. BEING TRAINED IN THE LANGUAGE OF SCRIPTURE

Stay with Bible prayers. God wants His prayers to be prayed. 

Apostolic Prayers – prayers the Apostles prayed

Hymns of Revelation – We will sing these hymns in heaven for eternity

Davidic Psalms - 

When God’s prayers become the language of your heart the ceiling is removed. It’s unnatural at first, but stick with it. These prayers have a life of their own. Study, practice and journal.

III. BEING INSTRUCTED IN TEAM FLOW

We go way higher together than alone. We must learn how to stay engaged and press in corporately. There is a ceiling in the spirit as one musician, but an orchestra has 

1. Worship songs - gear peoples minds Godward  (Celebration, Intimacy, Majesty)

2. Spontaneous Singing - from the heart – Eph 5:19, Col. 3:16 links the anointing of the spirit and brings intensity (Make melody in your heart to the Lord - Sing with understanding with the Word, and sing with your spirit)

1 Cor. 14:15-17 “…I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with understanding also…when thou shall bless with the spirit and give thanks…for verily give thanks well…”

When you sing in the spirit you’re blessing God, thanking God and receiving divine revelation.

Singers, musicians and intercessors have to make room for others. Set a discipline -10-20 second prayers. Don’t mix preaching with praying. Be sensitive. Keep your eyes open.

3. Stay on one subject – stay attentive to the theme passage of the one who is leading

GOAL: Unified Group participation in intercession for Revival

The corporate blessing of psalm 133 “true unity in the spirit” can be attained when we are not dis-connected, but are of ONE accord.
