Worship City House of Prayer

Mission statement: To begin to unite and ignite the (one) Church of Nashville by lifting a canopy of 24/7 (night and day) worship and prayer over the greater Nashville area.
Goals:  1. To build unity in the Church of Nashville by building a coalition of Allied Forces who have united in friendship, agreement and in prayer to see the full victory and destiny of our city unlocked.  “If two of you agree concerning anything…”  (Matt. 18:19)

            2. To corporately begin to call upon the name of the Lord on behalf of our city to invoke an undeniable atmosphere of light and holiness over the entire region that will release the blessing of God to ignite citywide revival that will in turn be a catalyst to a Global Harvest.

            3. To effectively destroy the works of the devil and demolish the strongholds that presently hold our city hostage from its God-given purpose and destiny.

Strategy:
We begin with seven congregations (this will multiply) who have become true allies and comrades (friendships) in the battle for Nashville and who will commit to hold 1 day a week of 24-hour prayer and worship.  

Example: Each congregation will worship and pray at their own facilities from 7:00am-7:00pm with their own worshipers and unique styles and strategies that work best for their community and then they will hand off the baton to the next church for the next 24 hours and so on.  
These congregations will come together in friendship for corporate worship celebrations and to begin to receive God’s blessings being poured out on their unity (Ps. 133).
